Nina Moriarty, a member of the Organ Committee which has spent almost two years evaluat-
ing the condition of the current Noack Organ, provided a brief update. Charlie Kline has re-
cently stepped down as committee chair as he no longer feels that he can dedicate the time re-
quired to lead the committee through the next phase. The structural threat to the wind chest
has been stabilized for the moment, but it has been determined that the current organ contin-
ues to deteriorate and it is probable that repairing it will neefheciveosption. Re-

cently, Michael Murray has had to resort to silencing pipes, which has left the organ playable,
but not at the quality required by the groups that pay to rent the Redeemer for recording mu-
sic in which the organ is the major instrument.

The committee will consider the option of replacing the organ with either a new or used or-
gan. This will require further evaluation and the eventual raising of over 1 million dollars
through a capital campaign. The Organ Committee will be reconstituted under new leader-
ship over the summer.

It was also reported that Sarah Allen will continue through September as the Director of Sun-
day School . While the search for a new dir
will insure that preparations for the fall can continue uninterrupted during the summer months
when planning and teacher recruiting take place.

The Redeemer is blessed by its clergy, staff and lay leadership. As we take stock of all that ha:
been accomplished this last program year, it impossible to find the words that adequately ex-
press our gratitude and appreciation to the many people who dedicate their time to supporting
all aspects of our church life.
