From the Archives

The Redeemer's blue Episcopal hymnal, which contains all hymns and service music for the congrega-
tion and for the choir, is called the pew edition and was published in 1982. The first to 
be published since the 1940 Hymnal became available during World War II, it is a significant event in 
the history of the Episcopal Church as a major undertaking by the Church's Commission on Music. 
 
Noted in the Redeemer vestry minutes of February 11, 1985, was the decision to use this edition of 
the hymnal. The vestry suggested that members of the parish be invited to purchase these new hym-
nals in memory of, or in gratitude for, relatives and friends. In the vestry minutes of April 8th that 

same year it was reported that 350 hymnals were ordered and that 245 of these were funded by donations from the 
congregation at $9 per hymnal. In beautiful calligraphy, bookplates inscribed with these names* were placed in almost 
every hymnal in the pews.  
The Redeemer's transition to Hymnal 1982 was made on January 26th,1986, to the strains of  'Onward Christian Sol-
diers' sung first from the old hymnal and then from the new one. In Reverend Donald Bitsberger's words "there 
seemed to be a sort of happy confusion". The Reverend Ernest Cockrell (Assistant to the Rector at the Redeemer from 
1964 -1967) who represented the Diocese in the development of Hymnal 1982, held a 'sing-along-with-Ernie' to intro-
duce the new and revised hymns on February 2nd of that year which was "well attended and great fun".  
 
A few years ago Steve Mead, former Senior Warden, said that  'once you have been going to church for a stretch of time there 

is comfort in sitting in the same place surrounded by friends who are also sitting in their familiar comfortable places.  Even after some-

one dies or leaves the church one can still see them sitting there as if they have never left.  For me the church is always full, even when 

it may appear empty to someone else.'   

The dedications in the hymnals serve as reminders of the fullness of the history of our congregation.
