Last night, I attended my last but not the last Vestry dinner for the program 

year. Over the course of the last month, hundreds of invitations went out to the 

parish to be part of this great tradition in the life of the Church of the Redeemer. These gatherings 

bring new members and life-long members (and everyone in between) together for a lovely evening 

of food and fellowship. This yearõs dinners have had an added component; a discernment compo-

nent. As part of our year-long discernment process, attendees of the dinners have been asked two 

questions that I hope will lay the foundation of wider conversations throughout the coming year: 

òWhat do you treasure about the Church of the Redeemer?ó and òIf you could wave a magic wand 

and change one thing about the Redeemer what would it be?ó The answers have been fascinating. 

But last night, something happened that hasnõt happened in any previous dinner. As I came to the 

end of my time introducing these important questions, someone asked me how I might answer 

them. What do I treasure, and what would I change? (I hope I didnõt look as much like a deer caught 

in headlights as I felt.) No one had, as of yet, asked me to answer the questions, and I needed a mi-

nute to think about my answers.  

The first question was the easier to answer. I treasure the people of the Redeemer. When I first met 

members of the Search Committee almost three years ago, it became quickly clear that the Redeem-

er was comprised of people with remarkable life experiences, commensurate gifts and deep capaci-

ties from which to serve God and neighbor. I was struck by the kindness, neighborliness and the per-

vading sense of purpose for the parish. Amongst the Search Committee and the Vestry there was a 

deep desire to see the Redeemer grow from strength to strength. I have come to see this spirit per-

vade the entire parish, and I am as excited about your experiences, gifts and capacities as I was the 

day I said yes to becoming your rector. 

The second question was more difficult. Difficult because it is would be the public speaking of my 

private prayer. My prayer for the Redeemer has been and continues to be for a deepening of your 

prayer and a widening of your experience of Godõs love for you. And, in my experience, both per-

sonally and professionally, there is no better way for this to happen than in small groups dedicated to 

prayer, study and conversation. Sunday morning, for all of its beauty and grandeur is only part of 

Godõs call to us. Alongside of prayer, sacrament and song, God calls us into deeper relationship with 

one another, study of scripture, the sharing of our brokenness with one another, and the intimate 

reminder of Godõs love for us that only a kind word and reassuring touch can provide. I have experi-

enced and witnessed the power of God to bring healing and wholeness to the most broken hearted. 

On the outside they were the image of òput togetheró but on the inside their hearts were broken.

Maybe it is in the silence of 

our silent prayer group that meets on Monday nights. Maybe itõs the growing number of spiritual formation groups pat-

terned on the Emmaus program. Maybe itõs the Womenõs Bible Study, the Menõs Bible Study, or a small group that has 

been meeting under the radar for decades. Whatever it may be, if I had a magic wand, it would be for us to take a great 

collective step forward to invite God more deeply into this parish of deep life experiences, gifts and capacities by seeking 

out smaller spaces for prayer and community. I believe that only there will we truly discern Godõs call to the Redeemer.

Fellow Parishioners, 

At the October Vestry meeting, our Director of Music, Michael Murray, provided an update on music at the Redeemer.  
Michael emphasized that the quality and renown of the Senior Choir and the Choristers is a function of the commitment 
made by each member and their families to the spiritual experience that choral music brings to Episcopal worship.  The 
Senior Choir has 25 members, of whom 17 are volunteers and 8 are paid.  In addition to Sunday services, the year contains 
many choral events including Evensongs, Compline, and Carols by Candlelight.  Michael explained to the Vestry how a 
young Chorister is trained and led through the Royal School of Church Music levels of musical, liturgical and theological 
proficiency. Being a chorister allows young parishioners to play a meaningful role in the spiritual life of the parish while  
growing and forming their own musical and spiritual identities.  The Vestry applauded Michael for all he has done and 
continues to do for the parish as he enters his fifteenth year with the Redeemer. 

The Redeemer is blessed to have a Vestry that is actively engaged in the life of the parish.   With varied life experiences 
each Vestry member contributes time and talent not only by being on the Vestry but also by serving as officers, liaisons to 
and members of the many permanent and/or temporary committees of the church.  Each year at the October meeting, 
the Vestry appoints a Nominating Committee for new lay leadership.   In November this committee solicits, nominations 
from the parish for officers, Vestry members, Diocesan Delegates and Deanery Representatives.  After reviewing the 
nominations, the Committee determines which parishioners would best serve in the open positions.  After ensuring that 
each nominee is able to serve in the designated capacity, the committee submits a slate of candidates to the Vestry for in-
formational purposes prior to posting the slate. All members of the parish vote to elect the lay leaders at the February 
2017 annual meeting.  This year, in addition to filling three open Vestry positions, the parish will be selecting the next 
Senior Warden, Clerk, Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer.  Fortunately George Raine who has finished a three- year term 
as Clerk has agreed to serve a second term if nominated and elected and Aaron Dunn who has served three years as Assis-
tant Treasurer would accept the position of Treasurer if so nominated.  Preston McSwain whose term as Treasurer ends 
February 2017 has chosen not to serve as Treasurer for another term.    

This yearõs nominating committee consists of the two retiring Vestry members, Jim Huston and Dan McCarthy and three 
parishioners at large Britt Lee, Katie McEachern, and Lloyd Dahmen.  Carol Post Pfaelzer will complete the unfinished 
Vestry term of Britt Lee who became President of the Church Service League, and is now eligible to be nominated for a 
full four-year term on the Vestry.  

After discussing and agreeing to a number of revisions that resulted from parishionersõ comments received over the sum-
mer, the Vestry approved a final version of the amended By-Laws of the Parish.  Once the Diocese approves this final ver-
sion, copies will be made available to the parish before being presented for a vote at a special meeting of the parish called 
for this specific purpose.  Some of the most significant revisions in the proposed By-Laws include limiting to 12 the total 
number of successive years that an individual parishioner can serve as any officer of the Vestry.  

Transition in leadership provides a fine opportunity for parishioners to assume new roles.  Please consider your nomina-
tions prayerfully.  May we all move continually closer to fulfilling the Redeemerõs  mission of bringing people to Christ 
and bringing Christ to all people.

FLAGS IN THE CHURCH 
I was raised with patriotism, but Iõm not sure I was a patriot. 

Patriots were the ones who fought the Revolution and the 

ones who trampled out the vintage where the grapes of 

wrath were stored. Patriots were the ones who did great 

things. We did the lesser things. We celebrated the 4th of 

July with fireworks and Memorial Day with parades and 

prayers. We said the pledge of allegiance and memorized the 

Gettysburg Address. We loved America, we gave thanks for America, and we took our civic duty serious-

ly. Grandpa fought Hitler at the Battle of the Bulge, Dad served in the Air Force during Vietnam, and we 

gave thanks for them and for the nation they served. 

 Patriotism got complicated during Vietnam. It divided the nation and the Episcopal Church. Some 

questioned the unquestioning support of the government that waged the war. Some grew weary of Sunday 

morning pulpits more protest than Protestant. Parishes held conservative, priests drifted left and Ameri-

can flags disappeared from the chancels of churches across the nation. Could the flag of a divided nation 

remain in the presence of our prayers? 

 Almost a month ago, I returned the American flag, the flag of the Commonwealth and the Episco-

pal flag to their historical places at the Redeemer. The legends of their removal are many and always inter-

esting over a cup of coffee. I didnõt return them on account of a rekindled national fervor, patriotism or to 

make a political point. I returned them because I want them to be reminders for our prayer. Our nationõs 

divisions are again real and legion. And the Church is called to be in prayer for the nation, its leaders and 

our government especially in moments such as these. The Christianõs first call is to Christ, and Christ calls 

the Christian to love our neighbors as ourselves. Our flags remind us that our neighbors are very close in-

deed. Our neighbors are in the pews next to us, in the Commonwealth that surrounds us, and in the Re-

public that guards our right to pray.  Let us pray for them all.

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The Redeemerôs Organ Case Designs: 1912 to 1989 

In oneôs church home, it is easy to assume that the architectural elements have always been, world without 

end. 
  
Over its one hundred years, the organs of the Redeemer have had many different faces.      Before the church 

was built, Henry Vaughan, our celebrated architect, supplied a sketch to propose how the interior of the 

church might look. 

In this image, we can see the basic interior layout of 

the church, with many details being implemented.    It 

is interesting to note the differences in the East win-

dow, the reredos, the organ case (compared with that 

which was actually installed), and the pulpit and lec-

tern (the pulpit is on the liturgically correct ñGospelò 

side and is without its sounding board and crown). 

 

 

In the closeup of the organ case, one can see a very 

elaborate design with double cantilevers, rounded 

towers, and rich, ornate carving.  One can also see the 

ghostly shadow of an organ case around the corner 

above the entrance to the chapel. 
  
When the church was ultimately constructed, the or-

gan case was simplified, the pulpit made more elabo-

rate (and moved to the other side), the reredos embel-

lished and the East window changed from a triptyque 

to a more homogenous design. 
  
Our next image shows Vaughanôs drawing for the 

Chancel organ case that was the current buildingôs 

first.     This organ was built by the ñKimball, Small-

man & Frazeeò of East Boston, a small and relatively 

short-lived local company. 
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In the image on the right, one can see the very ornate 

carving of the pulpit crown, and the relatively simple 

nature of the organ case. It is also possible to glimpse 

the óchapelô case on the right hand side of the image, 

just behind the pulpit crown.  This image is the only 

extant photograph of the original chapel case. 
  
This, the first organ case, lasted until 1961, when the 

Mºller organ was installed.   It is interesting to note 

the original lights in the church which can be seen 

hanging behind the pulpit.   These were replaced in 

the 1950ôs; there are two remaining in the church; one 

in the Bridal Entrance, and one in the Narthex, should 

you wish to see a piece of our history.  

In the fashion of the time, the Mºller organ (see below, left) was installed with a functional, ófa­adelessô de-

sign with all of its pipework and interior workings exposed.    Divisions of the organ were cantilevered 

through both chamber openings. 
  
In 1989, the current organ (see below, right), built by the Noack Organ Company, of Georgetown, MA was 

installed.   The cantilever in the chancel was retained, and grillwork installed over the chapel entrance. 
  
As we look forward to the installation of the new Schoenstein organ, it will be a fascinating process to see 

what the next organ will look like.    Hindsight is a wonderful thing.  We are blessed by our heritage, and all 

that it entails.    I look forward to 2018 when we can restore even more of Mr. Vaughanôs original vision, and 

help to ensure a lasting heritage for generations to come.
